JOEY AND ANISHA’S 
MURDERERS FOUND GUILTY

BOYFRIEND SHOOTS GIRLFRIEND, 

THEN HIMSELF
MAN IN COURT FOR ILLEGAL 
GUNS AND FAKE ALCOHOL  

Mooinooi – The trial against the four remaining people 
accused of murdering Joey and Anisha van Niekerk from 
Mooinooi in 2017 concluded in the North Gauteng High 
Court in Pretoria on Wednesday 26 August.
The four suspects were found guilty on various charges 
including murder, kidnapping and rape and will be 
sentenced on 15 and 16 October.
Initially, eight individuals were arrested in connection with 
the case but three have since turned state witnesses. 
One state witness, Wilhelm Loubser, died in a motorcycle 
accident on 3 November 2018.
During September 2019, Koos Strydom, the alleged 
‘mastermind’ behind the murders was found unconscious 
in his cell and was transported to the hospital where he 
was declared braindead. 
The murdered couple went missing on 10 December 2017 
after leaving their home in Mooinooi to make arrangements 
for Joey’s father’s funeral. They were kidnapped, raped 
and killed, their bodies soaked in acid and burned beyond 
recognition. The burned-out shell of their vehicle was 
found on 16 December 2017 in the Magaliesburg area.

Karlien Park/ Rustenburg – A man shot his 29-year old girlfriend before 
turning the gun on himself on Friday 21 August in a development that left the 
community of Karlien Park in shock.  
Police spokesperson sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi said investigations are 
underway to establish more details on the incident. 
A community member said neighbours rushed to 44 Collins street at around 
14:00, shortly after two gunshots were heard coming from that house. “They 
found the couple dead. We do not know why this happened. Everyone is in 
shock,” the community member said. 
A close relative of the boyfriend told Platinum Weekly that a traditional 
marriage of the couple was due to take place on Saturday 22 August.
Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM) councillor Luan Snyders, who went to 
the scene, said couples must consider counselling to resolve any serious 
misunderstandings. “Every woman and child have the right to protection 
and safety. We must all reach out for help, especially when we are facing 
challenges. Never be silent, no matter how scared you might be.” 

Rustenburg – A 45-year old man from Safari Gardens was arrested on 
Tuesday 18 August for the illegal possession of a firearm, possession of 
counterfeit goods and corruption. 
Wenojua Weng, who was arrested at his home after failing to account for a 
pistol and counterfeit alcohol, got himself in deeper trouble when his attempt 
to secure his freedom by bribing a police officer hit a brick wall.
Weng was granted R5,000 bail when he appeared before the Rustenburg 
Magistrates’ Court on Monday 24 August. He is scheduled to appear again on 
Tuesday 29 October for trial.  
“The suspect was arrested through an intelligence-driven operation by 
members of the Phokeng K9 Unit at around 21:00 in the Safari Gardens area of 
Rustenburg,” police spokesperson brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone explained. 
“During the operation, a pistol and 371 9mm rounds of ammunition were found 
in the house. Liquor labels and various brands of suspected counterfeit liquor 
worth R380,000 were confiscated.”
Mokgwabone said a charge of corruption was added after the suspect 
attempted to bribe a police officer with R6,000. Police are still investigating 
the matter.  
North West provincial commissioner general Sello Kwena commended the 
police for the arrest and said efforts to seize all illegal firearms from the 
community will be intensified.

‘Lift clubs’ annoy taxi operators…

Rustenburg – The South African National Taxi Council 
(SANTACO) in the Bojanala region has launched an 
investigation into the conduct of operators who have 
been accused of harassing motorists and passengers 
in Bleskop. 
The taxi operators are uncomfortable with people 
who have formed lift clubs to cut costs associated 
with traveling to and from the Rustenburg central 
business district. A lift club is usually an arrangement 
where every member has a car and they take turns 
driving. However, some taxi operators argue that the 
increasing trend of people travelling to work every day 
with the same driver is now posing a serious threat to 
the viability of their businesses. 
Some taxi operators also fear the growing trend 
of hitchhiking, which is an illegal practice that also 
adversely affects their revenue base.

MINERALS COUNCIL SOUTH AFRICA LAUNCHES 
FIRST NATIONAL DAY OF WOMEN IN MINING

Rustenburg – An eight-year-old girl was tragically killed 
in a car accident in Helen Joseph drive on Wednesday 19 
August. The mother of the girl, and her three-year-old son 
sustained serious injuries and was hospitalised. They were 
passengers in the white Toyota bakkie that overturned. 

According to police spokesperson captain Elsabé 
Augoustides, they were  crossing the bridge towards 
the BP garage when the driver lost control of the bakkie 
and it overturned. A case of culpable homicide is being 
investigated.

Rustenburg – One person was killed and 
another seriously injured in an accident on 
the R24 - at the bend in the road overlooking 
Olifantsnek dam - on Sunday 23 August.
The driver of a six-ton truck was on his way 
to Rustenburg when the truck and a maroon 
Volkswagen Tiguan driving in the same 
direction near Olifantsnek, collided. The driver 
of the Tiguan was on his way to Chaneng, 
Ledig, to pick up his child.
Police spokesperson Captain Elsabé 
Augoustides confirmed that the deceased, 
Annemarie van Niekerk, and her husband 
Jacob van Niekerk was travelling in a Nissan 
NP200 bakkie in the opposite direction towards 
Derby. Tragically, Annemarie died and Jacob 
was seriously injured and rushed to hospital.
A case of culpable homicide is being 
investigated. 

SA – The South African Social Security Agency (SASSA) will once again 
open its system for approved applicants to change their preferred method 
of payment for the special COVID-19 SRD grant. 
The window period is scheduled for Monday 31 August to Sunday 06 
September, 24 hours a day.
During this period, beneficiaries can change from receiving their grants at 
the post office to receiving them through their bank accounts. They may also 
change from one bank to another if they prefer to. Approved beneficiaries 
of the grant can change their payment method by visiting https://srd.sassa.
gov.za during this period.
“When choosing a bank account, ensure that the account is in your name 
(SASSA cannot pay money for one person into the account held by another) 
and that the bank account is not closed. The payment process is delayed 
if money is sent to a closed account, as SASSA has to wait for the funds to 
be returned before sending it to the Post Office for collection,” said SASSA 
chief executive officer Totsie Memela.
The payment of the COVID-19 grant is quicker if paid into a bank account. 
Applicants without bank accounts are thus encouraged to open a bank 
account. There are many entry-level, inexpensive options in the market – 
some of which can be opened online. Clients who have just been approved 
for the relief grant by SASSA and have received an SMS to upload and 
verify their bank details can do so at any time and need not wait for the 
window period. The sooner the details are 
uploaded, the quicker the payments can 
be made. Any citizen who does not update 
their information during this window period, 
or who provides incorrect banking details 
will have the payments for the remaining 
months sent through to the Post Office. 
Responses to frequently asked questions 
about this relief grant can be found on the 
WhatsApp platform on 082 046 8553.

South Africa – The Minerals Council South Africa has launched the 
first National Day of Women in Mining highlighting its focus on the 
implementation of initiatives designed to achieve stretch targets for 
the representation and advancement of women in the South African 
mining industry.

Minerals Council chief executive officer (CEO), Roger Baxter 
emphasised that for the industry to meet the bold and ambitious 
targets they have set, will require not just real commitment from 

senior executives, but the inculcation of this changed culture across 
all levels in all our member companies. The Minerals Council women 
in mining leadership forum – the most high-level structure under the 
board – has representatives of CEO and senior executives from 16 
mining company members. 
“One small but significant step is that at the beginning of every 
Minerals Council meeting, there will be reflection on the continued 
importance of women in mining, the challenges that are being 
faced and the successes that are being achieved. This small step 
will ensure that we put gender on the agenda!”  Minerals Council 
vice president, and Women in Mining champion Neal Froneman, 
noted that this initiative was not something that was targeted only at 
women, but also at men at all levels of the industry. 
Froneman also urged all mining industry leaders and employees 
not to forget the very real hardships faced by women in mining and 
in communities every day, especially because of gender-based 
violence. He urged everyone – men and women alike – not to simply 
be bystanders, but to report and stop gender-based violence and 
harassment both at work and at home.

If you are willing to learn, the company affords 
its employees opportunities for exposure in different areas of the company,” 
says Kwena. 
She believes that one of the biggest challenges facing women in the mining 
industry is patriarchal attitudes and systems. Commenting on her personal 
experience, Kwena says: “For a very long time I was the only woman in the 
finance team at a management accountant level across the company. Whenever 
we employed new graduates, I made sure we employed female candidates and 
part of my responsibility then became on-the-job training.”
She advises women to start building their own support systems and 
believes that women will be in a better position to challenge the 
male-centred societal norms entrenched in the industry if they 
are empowered to succeed. Her advice to women who wish 
to excel in the mining industry is to set yourself apart, be 
a unique and dependable person, be decisive and willing 
to make difficult decisions and be willing to learn from 
everyone you cross paths with. 
“It is important to offer excellence in service and do 
everything as if it’s the only thing you have to do. 
Respect all people, irrespective of the level of seniority,” 
adds Kwena.

“POPI ACT”

The 1st July 2020 brought into effect the Protection of Private Information Act (“POPI”). The aim of the legislature was to protect personal 
information, and this lengthy process begun as far back as 2013. The act is currently in effect and therefore imposes legal obligations. 
Penalties for non - compliance will however ignite in July 2021.
 
Experts exhort that the act requires that all personal information be lawfully processed in a manner that is reasonable. Reasonableness 
would infer a manner that is appropriate, moderate and/or fair. It does not translate to absolute or iron clad. Ignorance of the Law will not 
be a defence if someone’s personal information was abused by your entity or organisation.
 
A simple example of an abuse of information:
 
“ABC Limited serves as a repository of your email address for billing purposes. ABC then decides to market other business-related prod-
ucts, sells the information to third parties or shares the same with outside parties without your consent”
 
Entities will from the onset disclose their intent from the collection of personal information phase until its usage. The duty to safeguard the 
information rests with the entity and all data retrieved must be adequately preserved.
 
The obligations imposed on entities to ensure compliance are not exhaustive, however there are a number of ways in which this can be 
achieved, which include, but are not limited to the following:
 

1. Creating internal policies and procedures which set the benchmark as to what personal information is collected, how it is collected, 
and ensuring the safe storage of the information,

2. Review existing databases and agreements for any potential risks in respect of disclosure or information leaks,

3. Generate information packs to inform consumers and clients what personal information is collected, how it is processed, how it is 
utilised and how it is stored. Documents that can be included in these information packs are the entity’s privacy policies, consent 
forms etc., no private information can be utilised without consent, or for purposes other than what it was intended for. 

4. Ensure that all staff are adequately and consistently trained to implement the policies and procedures in place to securely collect, 
store and process private information of third parties. 

 
 
It is essential that all entities familiarise themselves with the provisions of the Act and fully take on the responsibility to be compliant with 
the provisions thereof. Failure to do so will not only potentially result in penalties being imposed, but there is also a risk of legal recourse 
from affected parties.

When companies solicit personal information under false pretences then that demonstrates a product of deficient learning. Call to mind 
that moral character is an acquired trait.
