Rustenburg – Rustenburg was brought to a brief standstill as protesters closed off  the N4 and 
R104 preventing vehicles from entering or exiting on Thursday 10 December. The road closure 
came after messages were circulated on social media calling to bring Rustenburg to a standstill 
due to unhappiness about certain aspects within the Rustenburg Local Municipality (RLM).
In a statement by the RLM dated 8 December, they have noted with dismay the messages 
circulating on various social media platforms, calling for the ‘shutdown’ of Rustenburg and will 
take action to defend all the municipal assets, including pursuing various legal avenues available 
against any individual(s), who intend to cause disruptions in the city, as residents will become 
inconvenienced because of interruptions in service delivery.
Luckily, Rustenburg Police acted swiftly, and protesters were quickly dispersed allowing traffi  c to 
fl ow freely again. Protesters then proceeded to the RLM building on the corner of Beyers Naude 
and Nelson Mandela drive where they closed off  the roads again.

10-YEAR SENTENCE 
FOR FRAUDSTER ATTORNEY 
Brits – Isak Snyman a 46-year-old attorney was sentenced on Tuesday 8 December by the 
specialised commercial crimes court in Pretoria for theft of trust funds. According to Hawks 
spokesperson captain Tlangelani Rikhotso, since 2010 the accused was employed in Brits 
to purchase and register properties on behalf of clients. The accused misappropriated about 
R4-million and deposited the money into his trust account to purchase properties. 
His clients reported him to the Hawks’ serious commercial crime unit who investigated the 
allegations and had him summoned to court. Snyman pleaded guilty and was sentenced to 
10-years, suspended for fi ve years on condition that he repay the funds back in R50,000 
monthly instalments.

CAR BUYERS BEWARE
Rustenburg – Scammers have used social 
media to swindle a Rustenburg resident 
out of R60,000 by asking for a deposit on 
a vehicle.
They advertise fake vehicles for ridiculously 
low prices on various social platforms. They 
ask interested buyers for a deposit to hold 
the vehicle. At fi rst, they ask for a small 
deposit, then a payment, then shipping. 
Most of the time these scams are successful 
because the buyer is eager to secure this 
great deal. Other times they use sad stories 
to gain sympathy or encourage the buyer to 
make a snap decision based on a hard-luck 
story claiming they have lost their job and 
cannot pay rent without selling the vehicle.
“People pay over money as a type of 
holding fee, but the car never gets delivered 
and no further transactions take place. Even 
information on trustworthy websites cannot 
always be trusted and must be approached 
with caution. It is always better to do these 
transactions through reliable dealers. If 

you become a victim of these scammers 
and want to open a case you can contact 
the Rustenburg Police station,” said police 
spokesperson captain Elsabé Augoustides. 
“If it sounds too good to be true it probably 
is!” she added.

MORE THAN 1,200
ARRESTED

North West – Police arrested 1,243 suspects 
in various areas of the North West province 
from Friday 16 October and 8 December as 
part of an initiative to clamp down on criminal 
activities during the runup to the 
festive season. 
The Safer Festive Season 
operation, which also involved 
traffi  c police offi  cers, resulted 
in the arrest of 141 suspects 
for contact crimes and 27 
for property related off ences. 
A further 173 were arrested for 
crimes such as illegal possession 
of fi rearms as well as driving under the 
infl uence of alcohol.  
“During the operations and as part of enforcing 
compliance with the Liquor Act, 556 fi nes 
were issued for liquor related off ences such 
as public drinking. In the process, shebeens 

were also shut down,” police spokesperson 
brigadier Sabata Mokgwabone said.  
“Furthermore, the operations led to the 
confi scation of seven fi rearms, ammunition, 

six knives, 12 sheep, liquor, illicit 
cigarettes, electronic and audio-

visual equipment as well as 
various drugs such as nyaope, 
mandrax tablets, khat, crystal 
meth and dagga,” he added. 
In addition, 1,168 fi nes and 
compliance notices relating 

to contravention of the Road 
Traffi  c Act, the Liquor Act and the 

Second-Hand Goods Act were issued 
to individuals and businesses. 
North West provincial commissioner 
lieutenant general Sello Kwena welcomed 
the clampdown on those operating outside 
the confi nes of the law. 

ZERO TOLERANCE FOR CRIME
North West – As part of a clampdown on 
crime in the North West province, detectives 
arrested 287 suspects on raids that took place 
from Thursday 19 to Friday 20 November. 
Of those arrested, 157 allegedly committed 
assault with intent to do grievous bodily harm 
(GBH) and common assault. They arrested 
the remainder for various off enses such as 
rape, theft, murder, possession of suspected 
stolen goods and drug-related crimes.

Sello Kwena congratulated the detectives 
for their eff orts to protect the people of the 
North West province.

NW HIJACKINGS ON THE RISE 
North West – Police are warning motorists travelling in 
the Bojanala District municipality to be on alert and not 
become victims of car hijackers. 
A 40-year-old victim allegedly parked in front of a gate in 
Mokgethi Street, Tlhabane. As he got out of his blue VW 
Polo, he was forced at gunpoint to get back inside his car. 
According to police spokesperson colonel Adéle Myburgh, 
“He escaped by running away and two suspects drove off  
with his Polo.”   
In an unrelated incident two days later, a 44-year-old victim 
was allegedly traveling in a Nissan NP 200 bakkie along 
the N4 road near Swartruggens. A Hyundai i20 vehicle 
drove up behind him. Assuming the driver of the other 
vehicle intended to overtake, the victim drove to the left 
of the yellow line. One occupant of the Hyundai allegedly 
pointed a fi rearm at the victim and showed that he should 
stop. Two males exited the Hyundai and took control of the 
bakkie. They drove it to a nearby power station and robbed 
the cargo of boxed cellular phones. The suspects locked 
the victim inside the canopy of his bakkie before fl eeing 
from the scene. The victim escaped by breaking the rear 
window of the bakkie. 

In another incident on Sunday 22 November, the driver of 
a Toyota Verso, accompanied by a female friend, picked 
up four hitchhikers at Bothaville. While driving to the 
Ysterspruit Road in Jouberton, a black VW Polo stopped 
in front of his vehicle. The four hitchhikers in the victim’s 
vehicle threatened to stab him and his friend with knives. 
They tied the two victims up and robbed them of cash and 
a cellular phone before driving off  with the vehicle.

CRIME 
CLAMPDOWN 
CONTINUES

North West – The Safer Festive Season Operations 
are being implemented by the police so that people 
can feel safe in the North West Province – according 
to provincial commissioner, lieutenant general Sello 
Kwena. Ongoing raids have led to the arrests of 
505 suspects from Wednesday 25 and Monday 
30 November. 
The operations covered all fi ve districts and netted suspects 
involved in assault, theft, malicious damage to property, 

residential and business burglary, and contravention of 
protection orders. Specialised units investigating stock 
theft, vehicle crime and family violence, child protection 
and sexual off ences handled 35 arrests. 
The police also issued 110 fi nes for liquor-related crimes 
which included 86 for drinking in public and 24 for illegal 
dealing in liquor. The operations led to the recovery and 
seizure of two stolen vehicles and a variety of drugs such 
as khat, dagga and tik.
