Rustenburg – After three days of heavy 
rain, the wall of a dam which is on the 
property of a local mining company 
collapsed and the water followed the 
path of least resistance, flowing into the 
Paardekraal dam. The sudden flash flood 
caused the Paardekraal dam to overflow, 
flooding roads and bridges downstream.

Visiting the site, executive mayor or 
the Rustenburg Local Municipality, 
Sheila Mabale Huma said that it is the 
municipality’s priority to restore the dams 
to the state it was before the dam failure. 
She added that the municipality was busy 
setting up a meeting between all the 
stakeholders to resolve the issue.

With the recent tailing dam failures 
fresh in the minds of everyone, the local 
communities’ immediate fear was that of 
becoming the next Jagersfontein. Social 
media was flooded with videos from areas 
that were affected. 

A community member staying in Sunrise 
Park told Platinum Weekly that the alarm 
was raised on social media shortly after 
11am on Tuesday morning (8 November). 

It soon became clear that it wasn’t sludge 
flowing from the dam, which poses a much 
greater risk, but water, and that it brought 
with it branches and whatever crossed its 
path downstream. See page 7...

Rustenburg – I am worried about the dangerous 
situation on the Rustenburg N4 highway. Each 

year, pedestrians get badly injured or killed 
by cars, and sometimes accidents are caused 

when motorists try to avoid pedestrians. I recently 
witnessed a horrifying scene (Saturday 5 November 

2022).   The accident – which happened at around 7am – 
keeps replaying in my head. There was the blood-curdling 

knock from a dark silver VW bakkie that sent the pedestrian rolling onto the tar like 
a lifeless ragdoll. The driver sped away without even checking the man’s condition. The 
scene happened close to my house, and every time I look outside my bedroom window, I am 
haunted by the image. 
I rushed to my fence and tried to figure out how to reach the scene, and what I saw next 
saddened me deeply; other motorists kept driving past the bloodied man, who was lying 
helplessly along the road. No one pulled over to help him! 
I imagined to myself, “What if it was one of my family members lying there without help?” 
With My stomach twisted.  I wished I could have jumped the fence to help the man, but it 
was impossible. Eventually – after too much time wasted – a good Samaritan pulled over to 
help the man, and other motorists quickly followed the driver’s example. It is true that shock 
and fear can totally shut down your mind, and we don’t always know how to react to such 
traumatic situations. 
Please don’t let fear stop you from saving a life. If you come across such a scene, establish 
if the person has a medical aid – which means that you can call a private ambulance. If the 
person doesn’t have medical aid, you are still able to contact public rescue services. If you call 
112, you will be put through to an emergency call centre.

Man killed in 
N4 hit-and-run  

Rustenburg – A few weeks ago, Platinum 
Weekly published an article that expressed 
concern over ‘an accident waiting to happen.’ 
Sadly, this prediction came true when a man 
lost his life in a hit-and-run on Saturday 5 
November 2022. Pedestrians are knocking 
at death’s door by crossing the N4 highway.

In a strongly worded warning, Rustenburg 
Local Municipality’s (RLM) head of 
communications, Thapelo Matebesi 
emphasised, “In terms of the Road Safety 
rules, pedestrians are not allowed to walk 
on a national highway. This is dangerous 
as national roads are busy. Pedestrians are 
urged to refrain from using the N4, but rather 
use the provided walkways and bridges when 
they cross the N4 national road.”
But despite concerns and warnings, tragedy 
still struck. 

Police confirmed that a man, believed to be 
in his 40s, passed away after he was hit by a 
vehicle along the N4, a few metres after the 
offramp to the Waterfall Mall. An eyewitness 
said that the driver of the silver VW bakkie 
did not stop to see if the man was okay, 
and quickly drove off after hitting the 
pedestrian. 
“Yes, we can confirm the incident,” 
said police spokesperson Ofentse 
Mokgadi, 
“The man died shortly after being 
hit by the vehicle. A culpable 
homicide case has been opened.”

A man was killed along the N4 while crossing the road - 
on Saturday 5 November 2022.  
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WOMEN HELD AT GUNPOINT 
AFTER WORKOUT SESSION

Rustenburg – A fun workout session turned into 
a nightmare after a group of Zumba dancers 
were robbed at gunpoint at the WA Van Zyl hall in 
Geelhoutpark on Monday 7 November 2022.
The group has been doing Zumba dance sessions 
at the hall for years. Last week on 2 November, they 
noticed three men standing inside the fenced area 
of the property. It looked suspicious, and because 
they were only three women, they decided to rather 
pack up early and leave.
The next evening on 3 November 2022, they 
attended the session without any problems.
On the evening of the incident, they were nine 
women and a four-year-old girl. A man approached 
the instructor, Irma Nel, just before the session 
started and asked if his girlfriend can join. “We 
often get requests from people who want to join so 
this didn’t seem strange,” Nel said in an interview 
with Platinum Weekly. She asked the man why 
his girlfriend didn’t come in, and he explained that 
she was getting dressed outside. This seemed 
a little odd as they had no bathrooms outside 
the premises. He replied that he would tell her to 
come in. Nel informed the rest of the dancers that 
they are waiting for someone new who would be 
joining them. They waited a while and after she 
didn’t show up, they continued with the session. 
The Zumba class finished at about 18:50 pm, 
and just as some of the women wanted to exit, 
they were pushed back by two men. They came 
in shouting and ordered everyone to get on the 
floor. They then demanded that the women give 
them everything they had with them including 
cellphones and jewellery. “We tried to remain as 
calm as possible because we were scared as they 
threatened to shoot us. They shouted and called us 
horrible names and swore at us in Afrikaans. They 
took all our stuff and even forced the rings off our 
fingers,” said Nel. 
She explained that one of the men looked like he 
could be in his twenties, and the other older man 
looked like he was in his late forties. It was the older 
man who came to enquire about his ‘girlfriend’ who 
wanted to join them. Nel added, “The older man 
seemed softer and that is why I didn’t suspect 

anything when he first came to talk to me. Even 
while they were robbing us, he treated us better 
than the younger man.”
Once they took everything valuable, the robbers 
started backtracking towards the exit. They told the 
women that if they saw any movement they would 
shoot. Once the men were outside, the group 
remained seated and quiet for a few minutes just 
to make sure that they were gone. When it seemed 
safe to do so, two of the women jumped up and 
secured the doors by packing chairs in front of it.

The robbers fled the scene with four cellphones 
and all the jewellery they could get. They also took 
all the car keys. Luckily one of the women reacted 
very quickly when she saw the men coming in and 
hid her bag away so she could at least phone for 
help afterwards.
The security guard on the premises was also 
assaulted and sustained injuries.
The women waited inside until the first husband 
arrived. According to Nel, the hall was soon 
packed with neighbourhood watches, police, and 
emergency services. “The police were extremely 
nice and willing to help.”
Nel suspects that they were being watched 
because the men knew the exact time to enter. 
The group has since been for trauma counselling, 
and they still have a few more sessions to attend.
“It was very traumatising. It didn’t only affect us 
but also the people around us. Our families are 
worried about us going out at night and even our 
kids can feel the anxiety of what we went through,” 
Nel added.
They are currently looking for another venue where 
they can continue to do Zumba dancing as none of 
the women want to go back to the old venue. Nel 
would like to urge others out there to be vigilant, to 
make sure that their gates and doors are locked, 
and to report anything suspicious.
Rustenburg police spokesperson, Ofentse 
Mokgadi, confirmed the incident and said that no 
arrests have been made.

Any dog of 
the power breed group is in general larger, 
stronger, and has a higher intensity and pain 
tolerance level than other breeds. But does this 
necessarily mean that the pit bull is a natural 
threat to human beings and other animals? 
After the death of 10-year-old Storm Nuku 
(Port Elizabeth), who was mauled to death by 
pit bulls on Monday, 27 September 2022, the 
Sizwe Kupelo Foundation started its petition to 
ban pit bulls as domestic pets in South Africa. 
“We cannot continue counting bodies because 
of this breed; it has proven itself to be a lethal 
and very dangerous animal. Its behaviour is 
no different from a gun; it has a killer instinct,” 
Kupelo said in defence of his foundation’s 
petition. 
In Platinum Publisher’s 29 July 2022 issue, we 
reported on a young family who was devastated 
by the tragic loss of their beautiful little girl who 
was mauled to death on Friday 22 July 2022 
by a pit bull owned by her grandparents in 

Thabazimbi. Their daughter, Liane Jason, was 
1 year, and 7 months old when she tragically 
died. The pit bull, named Rocky, was just over 
a year old. 
The National Council of SPCAs (NSPCA) has 
backed the Sizwe Kupelo Foundation. It’s the 
NSPCA’s mandate to protect animals, however, 
they also value human lives. According to the 
NSPCA’s website: “Not only do people suffer 
from dog attacks, but other animals have also 
been victim to dog attacks and have been 
mauled to death by pit bulls… this is an issue 
where both human and animal life has been 
placed in danger by irresponsible people who 
lack the skills and knowledge required to handle 
power breeds. At first glance, the petition may 
appear to be outrageous, especially to pit 
bull owners, however, upon careful reflection, 
the petition advocates for the protection of 
people and responsible pet ownership. The 
petition calls for all pit bulls to be castrated/
sterilised which would prevent the current rate 
of uncontrolled breeding. The petition also calls 
for stronger regulations for the keeping of pit 
bulls (and other power-breed animals) requiring 
owners to have permits to keep such animals.”
Niel Vermaak, who trains pit bulls and other 
breeds, doesn’t entirely agree, “I don’t think 
that banning a whole breed is the answer. The 
problem mostly lies with owners who don’t 
know how to handle these dogs. I own a pit bull 
myself and she is the most loving dog. People 
often see pit bulls as a status symbol, they just 
want to own one, but they are not willing to give 
the time, love, and attention that these dogs 
require. I have trained many pit bulls and a little 
training can go a long way.”

Looking into both sides of the spectrum, 
Platinum Weekly caught up with specialist 
investigator, Mike Bolhuis, to get his take on the 
matter. What Bolhuis relayed, is a more realistic 
and helpful point of view. “Because of the crime 
escalation in our country, people are always 
eager to up their security measures,” explains 
Bolhuis, “unfortunately the pit bull has become 
an unchecked security measure.”
Bolhuis emphasised that although he does not 
advocate the mass castration and sterilisation 
of the breed, he does believe that pit bull 
owners need to do a proper investigation 
before obtaining the dog. “A lot of people think 
that a pit bull will function as this big bouncer 
that will deter danger. But the truth is that if they 
don’t do their homework properly, they will get 
a mindless bouncer that will unexpectedly turn 
on anybody. Before getting a pit bull, owners 
need to look at some important 
factors; they need to identify 
and properly evaluate where 
they are getting the dog from, 
and they need to assess and 
acknowledge all possible risks. 
The dog must come from a 
breeder that can prove a mixed 
bloodline because inbreeding 
(which often goes unchecked) 
is also a big factor in the dog’s 
behaviour. Inbreeding in any 
species, be it a dog, cat, or 
cow, negatively influences 
genetics. Proper training is also 
essential. The dog needs to 
know its owner – who needs to 
investigate proper dis ciplinary 
measures – but at the same 
time, the dog must be allowed 
to bond with the rest of the 
family. Additionally, it must also 
be taken into consideration 
that a dog’s temperament 
may change as it gets older. 
Owners may need to consider 
the possibility, that should their 
pit bull reach maturity, it may 

need to be rehomed as it might not have the 
same tolerance for people as it had in its early 
years.” 
When asked about the legitimacy of people/
rehabilitation centres who offer to come and 
remove pit bulls, Bolhuis stressed that as with 
the pit bull – and all other things – it is important 
to first do a proper background check. “As with 
anything, there will be scams. If you need to 
rehabilitate your dog, investigate the matter 
thoroughly. Find all the facts and look into the 
history.”
Bolhuis, who has kept a firm thumb on the pit 
bull saga, has relayed more information on his 
website: mikebolhuis.co.za. 
What can be concluded about this sensitive 
issue, is that it is important to look at the matter 
– not with an emotional mindset – but from an 
educated and informed point of view.

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FROM PAGE 1 What a… dam(n) failureRustenburg – After three days of heavy rain, 
the wall of a dam which is on the property of 
a local mining company collapsed and the 
water followed the path of least resistance, 
flowing into the Paardekraal dam. The 
sudden flash flood caused the Paardekraal 
dam to overflow, flooding roads and bridges 
downstream.
Visiting the site, executive mayor or the 
Rustenburg Local Municipality, Sheila 
Mabale Huma said that it is the municipality’s 
priority to restore the dams to the state it was 
before the dam failure. She added that the 
municipality was busy setting up a meeting 
between all the stakeholders to resolve the 
issue.
With the recent tailing dam failures 
fresh in the minds of everyone, the local 
communities’ immediate fear was that of 
becoming the next Jagersfontein. Social 
media was flooded with videos from areas 
that were affected. A community member 
staying in Sunrise Park told Platinum Weekly 
that the alarm was raised on social media 
shortly after 11am on Tuesday morning 
(8 November). 
It soon became clear that it wasn’t sludge 
flowing from the dam, which poses a much 
greater risk, but water, and that it brought 
with it branches and whatever crossed its 
path downstream. 
A warning was sent out by the RLM to notify 
everyone about the dangers of the flooding 
and the affected areas. The warning 
stated that the Mfidikwe, Paardekraal, 
Sunrise Park, Popo Molefe and Boitekong 
communities were directly affected by the 
gushing waters.
Residents were urged not to cross bridges 
where the water was overflowing, and by the 
grace of God, at the time of going to print, 
there was not one report of someone being 

injured or killed in the incident. 
Platinum Weekly visited the affected area in 
Sunrise Park and found that the water was 
gushing over the bridge. 
Just like the Hartbeespoort Dam, the 
Paardekraal Dam usually also looks like 
an evergreen rugby field because of the 
hyacinth which covers most of the dam. 
Hyacinth was swept along with the flood 
waters and covered areas downstream with 
a thick green carpet. 
Kids were curious to see the streams of 
water overflowing the roads and bridges. 
“Look at this one. She is calling death,” an 
onlooker said as she pointed towards one 
of the children. She added that the police 
should have put up danger tape to keep 

people from getting close to the fast-flowing 
streams. 
Shortly after Platinum Weekly’s journalists 
arrived at the scene of one of the flooded 
areas, they witnessed a hair-raising 
incident. A truck, which was filled to the 
brim with kids, navigated its way across a 
flooded bridge. As it got close to the other 
side it looked as if it was losing the battle 
against the raging water. Holding on for dear 
life among the rest of the kids on the back 
of the truck, was a little girl who could not 
be more than 4-years-old. “We prayed that 
truck across the bridge” Platinum Weekly’s 
Danika Minnaar said. By grace it started 
moving again and crossed over safely with 
its precious cargo. There was an audible 

sigh of relief from the bystanders. 
Sunrise Park community member Yasin 
Murudin raised his concerns about learners 
who have to cross the bridge to go and write 
their year-end exams, and about people 
who have to cross it to go to work.  
The Paardekraal Dam is situated between 
Sunrise Park and Sibanye’s Thembelani 
mine. A tributary of the Hexriver feeds into 
the Paardekraal Dam, which in turn then 
feeds back into the Hexriver.
In the meantime, there was a lot of pointing 
of fingers as to the party responsible for the 
upkeep of the dams. The Paardekraal Dam 
is registered with the Department of Water 
and Sanitation, who also lists the RLM as 
the owner of the dam.

Rustenburg Police spokesperson, 
sergeant Ofentse Mokgadi, urges 
recipients of deliveries to always 
scrutinise their surrounding 
environment, “No incidents of this 
nature have been recorded in 
Rustenburg, but we urge people to 
remain vigilant. Everyone must be on 
the lookout for the possibility.”

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Rustenburg – Tshimologo Organisation is based on the Donkerhoek road 
at Alpha Lodge. They are a registered non-profit organisation that provides 
a home for elderly persons who are disabled or have nowhere else to go.
There are currently 22 residents that rely on the organisation for food, 
frail care, and shelter. Most of the elderly residents receive only a SASSA 
pension which doesn’t take them very far. 
Despite their dire shortage of resources, the staff go out of their way to 
give the vulnerable residents the best possible care. “This is not just a job 
for us, it’s a calling that requires empathy and patience. We make it our 
responsibility to ensure that they are well taken care of,” said caregiver 
Tsietsi Maloba.
Marilyn Bester, an enrolled nurse who works at the facility, attends to the 
basic health care of the residents. They also have doctor Faraz Ahmad from 
Brits who assists them with more serious issues.
A lot of the residents are on chronic medication, so whenever it’s time to 
refill their prescriptions, they must be taken to the hospital or clinic. The fuel 
for these trips is also an added expense for the facility. 
Because the centre is nestled in the beautiful Magaliesberg mountains, the 
staff try to take their residents on scenic walks. “We can’t just let them sit 
inside the whole time and they enjoy these walks, most of them are close to  
completely blind so it goes slow but at least they are not cooped up inside 
the whole time,” said supervisor Johanna Mojela.
To provide the best possible care for them the organisation relies on 
donations from the community. “We mostly need the basic necessities like 
clothing, toiletries and food,” added Mojela, “other items like beds and linen 
are always welcome. They are also in dire need of a fan, especially during 
the summer heat. We also need volunteers to come and spend time with 
the residents. Have a quick chat, help prepare meals, or even do a little bit 
of exercise with them.”
These frail residents deserve a quality life in their old age, but to give them 
this the organisation needs the community’s assistance.

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A HELPING HAND FOR UKRAINE

EQUIPPING WOMEN 
IN THE BATTLE 

AGAINST CANCER    

GLENCORE’S BOSHOEK SMELTER 
ENGAGES THE COMMUNITY 

THROUGH ITS ANNUAL OPEN DAY 

Rustenburg – Madeleine Reader was scrolling 
through Facebook earlier this year when she came 
across a video of Michele Potgieter, a missionary 
based in a Ukrainian town named Reni.
Michele and her late husband have been spreading 
the word of God in Ukraine for the past 26 years 
through Light for the World Christian Church. 
Through various projects, they have made a 
difference in the Reni community.
After the war started in Ukraine in February, they 
have taken in and provided food for refugees 
from all over the country who had to flee their 
hometowns. Something about Potgieter’s post just 
touched Reader’s heart and she knew she had to 
do something to assist them. Reader believed that 
her need to help was an instruction from the Holy 
Spirit, so she reached out to Potgieter to find out 
where she could assist. 
In her quest to raise funds for Potgieter’s charity, 
Reader contacted people from all over the world 
and asked them to donate toward the Light for 
the World Church. This helped them to continue 
their good work not only for the people of Reni, 
but also for others in need outside of the shelter. 
Reader started the Love Reni project to raise funds 
in Rustenburg. She first started selling hot dogs 
outside her salon, Springbok Haarkapper. She 
then bought a gas braaier and sold raffle tickets 
and then auctioned off wine at a local school. All 
these projects have helped to put food on the table 
for many refugees in Reni.
During September, Reader had the opportunity to 
visit Reni and Light for the World. “The closest I’ve 
ever been outside of South Africa was Mozambique, 
but I was determined to visit Ukraine. There were 
so many challenges, but God just opened door 
after door for me,” Reader said in an interview with 
Platinum Weekly.
In Reni, Reader had the opportunity to meet 
Potgieter in person and hear the stories of the 
people who rely on Light for the World and the 
donations they receive by God’s grace. 

One thing that really stood out for Reader was 
when the people arrived to eat. For some, this was 
their first and only meal for the day, yet despite their 
hunger, they first joined in a prayer and devotion 
session before having their meals. 
“This reminded me of John 6:35: I am the bread 
of life. He who comes to Me shall never hunger, 
and he who believes in Me shall never thirst,” 
said Reader.
Winter is around the corner in Reni, and 
temperatures can easily drop to -20 degrees 
Celsius. They rely heavily on firewood to cook and 
keep the building warm. In the past, the mayor of 
the town gave them free rein to fell the trees in 
the area, but due to the 
increase of refugees, 
the demand is too big.
Reader’s next project is 
to help raise funds so 
that Light of the World 
will have enough funds 
to buy wood to get them 
through the winter. They 
will need approximately 
30 tonnes of wood and 
one-tonne costs about 
R2,800. Unfortunately, 
wood can’t be sent 
to Reni, so Reader 
will sell wood at her 
salon for R10 a bag 
and the funds will go 
towards wood for Light 
of the World. Reader 
appropriately called this 
project Wood for Wood. 
Buy wood for your next 
braai and keep a child 
in Reni warm during the 
winter.
There is also currently a 
project to sell Christmas 

cards to raise funds. These cards can be ordered 
from Reader at R30 per card or R100 for four. 
Love Reni will also be at the OMGEE FEES on 
Saturday 19 November 2022 at the NG Kerk Suid 
on the corner of Kerk and Unie street. Potgieter 
is currently in South Africa and will be attending 
the  festival.
To order your Christmas cards, buy wood, or 
for more information on how to get involved, 
contact Reader at 084 517 8302.
Reader is also now in constant correspondence 
with the Ukrainian Association of South Africa, 
which consists of Ukrainian nationals living in 
South Africa.

Rustenburg – Boitekong and Tlhabane community members were educated 
on recognising breast cancer symptoms during an awareness campaign on 
Monday 24 October 2022. Nurses and doctors at Boitekong Health Centre 
and Tlhabane Community Health Centre interacted with patients and urged 
community members to take charge of their health. 
Professional nurses Letlhogonolo Mekgwe, and Virginia Sekoboane gave 
health tips. “Signs of breast cancer include a lump in the breast, a bloody 
discharge from the nipple, and changes in the shape or texture of the nipple 
or breast,” Mekgwe said. 
She also urged women to seek medical help as soon as they experience 
symptoms such as pain and swelling in the legs, unexplained weight loss, 
vaginal bleeding in between periods, vaginal discharge with a strong odour, 
pelvic pain, and bleeding after sexual intercourse.

Rustenburg – Glencore Ferroalloys’ Boshoek Smelter recently showcased the 
value it places on community engagement by hosting its annual Community 
Open Day on 26 October 2022. The open day aims to effectively involve and 
engage community members who live around the smelter’s operations in 
understanding how the smelter operates, the opportunities that exist within 
the smelter, and how to access them.

A few of the local schools in the community 
were also invited to get an opportunity to learn more about the smelter as 
a prospective working environment as well as the requirements needed to 
qualify for study bursaries, learnerships, scholarships and other community 
training initiatives.

These types of 
engagements speak to us jointly working towards a mutually sustainable 
future and a favourable relationship with our valued community members. 
The main focus today is to ensure that our communities understand what our 
business entails and how we operate. It’s great to see community members 
from all spheres, starting from school pupils right up to business owners, who 
have joined us so that they can soak in all the knowledge we have to share, 
which can ultimately be for their betterment.
