
Rustenburg – On 31 July 2025, the 
Special Tribunal delivered a landmark 
judgment, ordering former National 
Lotteries Commission (NLC) board 
member advocate William Elias 
Huma to cough up R21,158,118.00 in 
misused Lotto grants — finally a sign 
that justice might just arrive, even if it’s 
fashionably late.

The R21 Million Mess

The Tribunal declared two massive 
grants unlawful:

•	 R16.5 million to the Samaritan 
Initiative NPO (supposedly for 
a chicken-farming project in 
Marikana), and

•	 R4.658 million to Reagile NPC 
(run by Huma’s wife and nephew).

Instead of community upliftment, the 
funds ended up in Silverlite Trading, 
later controlled by Huma. And the 
chicken farm? Left to rot. No eggs. No 
benefits. Only broken promises. 

Assets Frozen  
— Recovery Underway

To make sure someone actually 
pays attention to the ruling, the SIU 
preserved:

•	 R10 million from the sale of 
Huma’s Waterkloof property,

•	 Farm Zwartkoppies 296 in North 
West, and

•	 A boutique hotel in Rustenburg.

These will be auctioned off — with 
proceeds finally going back into 
real community projects, not private 
pockets.

“Corruption Kills,”  
says Judge — and she’s not kidding

Judge Margie Victor didn’t mince words 
— quoting Navi Pillay: “Corruption kills. 
The money stolen through corruption 
every year is enough to feed the world’s 
hungry 80 times over.” She slammed 
Huma’s behaviour as “egregious, 
negligent, and dishonest,” pointing out 
that as a legally trained person, he 
clearly knew better. 

Just the Start  
— more grime to cleanup

This is the first judgment in the NLC 
grant scandal — but not the last. 
The SIU has filed 18 more review 
applications totalling over R320 million 
in questionable funding. Much more 
loot to chase back yet.

Why It Matters to Rustenburg 
(and SA)

Communities like Marikana were 
promised upliftment. Instead, all they 
got was talk — and a dilapidated 
chicken farm. Now, at least, there’s 
a glimmer of accountability. For now, 
communities like Marikana can only 
shake their heads and wonder: how 
many more “upliftment projects” ended 
up uplifting no one but the insiders?

Justice sought 
for Onalenna: 
Murder Case 
Back in Court
Rustenburg – The community continues to reel in shock following the 
brutal murder of North-West University (NWU) Mahikeng student, Onalenna 
Selebogo (21).
Onalenna was found dead in a central Rustenburg flat, in Tuin Street, on 
3 August 2025, her body wrapped in sheets after she had been stabbed 
multiple times in the neck. The accused — believed to be the woman’s 
boyfriend — Walter Tshehlo (29), fled the scene but later handed himself 
over to police. He now faces a murder charge. 
Tshehlo appeared briefly in the Rustenburg Magistrate’s Court this week for 
a bail application. The case was postponed until Friday, 22 August 2025, 
when the court will hear bail information after confirming his address.
According to Sivenathi Gunya, spokesperson for the National Prosecuting 
Authority (NPA) North West, this case highlights the urgent need to address 
gender-based violence (GBV) and femicide in South Africa.
Organisations such as the End GBVF Collective and Women for Change 
South Africa have voiced concerns over the growing number of GBV cases, 
calling for collective action to protect women and support survivors.
The Rustenburg community has expressed deep sadness and anger over 
the tragedy, with many describing Onalenna as a bright young woman 
whose future was stolen too soon.

NWU to open 
School of Mines 
in Rustenburg
Rustenburg – Big news is on the horizon for Rustenburg: the North-
West University (NWU) has confirmed that a School of Mines and Mining 
Engineering is in the pipeline – and it will be based right here in our city.

This exciting development was highlighted when NWU principal and vice-
chancellor prof Bismark Tyobeka and premier Lazarus Mokgosi signed 
a memorandum of understanding (MoU) on 29 April 2025, marking a 
new chapter of cooperation between the university and the provincial 
government. Although the agreement was signed earlier this year, the news 
is making waves again now because the details around the School of Mines 
are finally surfacing — sparking fresh excitement in Rustenburg.

The MoU sets out a five-year plan for collaboration on critical issues such 
as infrastructure, energy, and skills development, but for Rustenburg 
residents, the promise of a dedicated mining school is the real headline.

“This university has a central role to play in how we envision the socio-
economic prospects of our province,” Premier Mokgosi said. “With 
challenges like unemployment and climate-related damage to infrastructure, 
the expertise of NWU will help us unlock solutions and build sustainable 
communities.”

While the mining school is the most exciting local development, other 
projects in the pipeline include a School of Veterinary Sciences for Mahikeng 
and expanded collaboration in areas such as health, water and sanitation, 
agriculture, artificial intelligence, and sport.

PSA Demands Urgent Action

SA – The South African Social Security Agency 
(SASSA) has sounded the alarm on Thursday 14 
August 2025, over rising complaints of unlawful 
deductions from social grants, with many 
beneficiaries reporting money taken by insurance 
companies they never signed up for.
SASSA CEO Themba Matlou stressed that the 
Agency has no authority to make deductions 
without consent. “Your money is your money. If you 
qualify for a grant, it belongs to you, and we will 
never partner with funeral schemes or insurance 
companies,” he said.
What to do if you are affected:

•	 Report it at your nearest SASSA office.
•	 Dispute the deduction by SMS: send your ID 

number and insurer’s name to 34548.
•	 Cancel the policy directly with the insurer.

By law, only one funeral policy deduction (max 
10% of the grant) is allowed – and only with the 
beneficiary’s consent. Child-related and temporary 
disability grants are excluded.
Beneficiaries are urged to stay alert and protect 
their grant money. For help, call SASSA toll-free at 
0800 60 10 11 or visit www.sassa.gov.za.

NW – The Public Servants Association 
(PSA) has sounded the alarm on 15 August 
2025 over North West’s unemployment 
crisis, demanding urgent action to rescue 
the province’s collapsing economy.
Stats SA’s latest Labour Force Survey 
shows North West as the hardest-hit 
province, with an official unemployment 
rate of 40.1% and an expanded rate of 
54.7% — leaving more than 1.5 million 
people jobless.
The PSA criticised the provincial 
government for failing to present a credible 
plan, pointing to retrenchments in mining, 
drought-stricken agriculture, collapsing 
manufacturing, struggling tourism, and 
thousands of vacant posts in education and 
health.
The union is calling for all funded vacancies 
to be filled within six months, stronger local 
hiring commitments from business, revival 
of idle industrial parks in Mahikeng, Brits, 
and Rustenburg, support for farmers, and 
urgent investment in tourism infrastructure.
The PSA further demanded a North West 
Jobs and Industrialisation Summit within 60 
days.

Rustenburg/ North West – On Tuesday 12 
August 2025, MEC Gaoage Oageng Molapisi 
of the Department of Cooperative Governance, 
Human Settlements and Traditional Affairs, 
outlined his department’s ambitious plans to 
transform informal settlements into thriving 
communities.
Molapisi confirmed that the department has 
finalised the Provincial Informal Settlements 
Upgrading Strategy, fully aligned with the 
National White Paper on Human Settlements. 
The plan sets out a roadmap to upgrade 
219 informal settlements to phase three 
– the stage where essential services such 
as water, sanitation, roads, and stormwater 
systems are installed.
“This upgrading programme 
follows three critical phases: land 
acquisition, formalisation of land 
rights, and, finally, the installation 
of essential services,” Molapisi 
explained. 
During the 2024/25 financial year, the 
department successfully upgraded seven 
settlements – including sites in Mamusa, 
Amalia Ext 5, Wolmaranstad Ext 17 & 
19, Lebaleng Ext 6, Kanana Ext 17, and 
Rustenburg’s Popo Molefe and Mbeki Sun 
– to phase three. Through the Informal 
Settlement Upgrading Partnership Grant, 
2,504 housing units were delivered 
to beneficiaries.
Looking to the current financial year, the 
MEC announced that the department has set 
aside R166.5 million to deliver 2,257 
service sites. The majority of this funding 
will go towards installing basic services, with 
the remainder earmarked for land acquisition 
and formalisation in key priority areas.
Molapisi emphasised that the strategy is 
not just about housing, but about reshaping 
communities for the long term. 

SA – A shocking press release 
from private investigator Mike 
Bolhuis has revealed the harrowing 
reality of baby trafficking in South 
Africa.
