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Two Little Lives Lost

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Groot Marico — A father is
expected to appear in court following the tragic deaths of his two
young sons, whose bodies were discovered in bushes near a
river at Skuinsdrift-Tshwaro Farms outside Groot Marico.

Police were called to the scene on Saturday afternoon, 7 March
2026, after the lifeless bodies of a one-year-old baby boy and
his three-year-old brother were found. According to authorities,
the children had sustained multiple injuries. Emergency and
Medical Rescue Services were summoned, but both brothers
were declared dead at the scene.

Sergeant Kelebogile Morake reported that preliminary information
indicates the boys’ 35-year-old father allegedly collected them
earlier that day from their grandmother while their mother was
attending church. It is further alleged that an argument had taken
place between the parents prior to the incident, during which the
father reportedly threatened to kill the children.

With assistance from members of the local community, police
traced and arrested the suspect on Sunday, 8 March 2026. He
appeared in the Groot Marico Magistrates’ Court on Monday,
10 March 2026, facing two counts of murder. Authorities have
reiterated that community vigilance and early intervention remain
critical in preventing tragedies of this nature.

Community rallies around Zelmarie Botha after sudden life-threatening diagnosis

A Mother’s Fight

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg — \What began
as a painful leg quickly turned into a frightening medical
emergency for 33-year-old Zelmarie Botha — a devoted wife,

mother, and familiar face in the Rustenburg
community.

Zelmarie sought medical help after experiencing
severe pain in her left leg. A venous Doppler
scan revealed devastating news: multiple blood
clots had formed in the veins of her leg, a serious
condition known as Deep Vein Thrombosis
(DVT). Doctors discovered that the clots stretch
through several major veins in her leg, including
the left iliac vein, femoral vein, popliteal vein
behind the knee, and the tibial and peroneal
veins in the lower leg. Some of these clots are
completely blocking blood flow, while others
partially restrict circulation — making the situation
extremely dangerous.

On 6 March 2026, Zelmarie consulted with
vascular surgeon Dr Phillip Eloff, who confirmed
that the clot had progressed further up toward

her abdomen, significantly increasing the risk to her life. If a
clot were to travel to her lungs, it could cause a pulmonary
embolism, a potentially fatal complication. Because of this
risk, doctors have recommended urgent surgery to remove

the clot and restore blood flow. Following the procedure,
Zelmarie faces a long road to recovery, estimated at
around six months, which will include medication, follow-up
treatments, and rehabilitation.

For Zelmarie and her family — husband Julian
and their young son Zayden — the diagnosis
came as a sudden and overwhelming shock.
“Just days ago life felt normal,” Zelmarie shared.
“Now everything has changed.”

Beyond the emotional toll, the financial burden
of treatment is immense, the total estimated
cost to approximately R300,000. For Zelmarie,
asking for help does not come easily. But with the
urgency of the situation, she has turned to the
community for support.

Many may remember Zelmarie from local
pageants where she proudly represented
Rustenburg. She was crowned Miss Rustenburg
Herald in 2013, later earning the title of Mrs
Rustenburg Second Princess in 2019, and was
also awarded Mrs Rustenburg Photogenic 2019.
A BackaBuddy fundraising campaign has been launched
to help cover the urgent medical expenses required for the
surgery and recovery. Every donation - no matter how small -
will bring Zelmarie one step closer to receiving the treatment
she needs. Those unable to donate are encouraged to share
her story so that it may reach others who are able to help.

“I truly believe in the power of community, kindness and
prayer,” Zelmarie says. “With your support, | believe | can get
through this.”

Flames Strike Kgamanyane
Secondary School

Armed robbers

Under South African
common law, family members have a broader “duty of support.”

Van Rooyen, who balances life as CEO of Rustenburg
Steel Construction with his passion for racing,
has become one of the town’s proudest sporting
representatives. Despite being a full-time businessman
and family man, he has built an impressive motorsport
career, proving that dedication and passion can lead

His racing journey began in karting in his early
twenties. He quickly made his mark by winning the
national 125cc GP karting championship in 2004
and the Rotax Max Challenge South Africa title in
2005, later finishing fifth at the Rotax Max Challenge

Van Rooyen then progressed to saloon car racing and
became a regular front-runner in the Production Car
Championship before stepping up to the country’s
premier touring car category. He was one of the
first drivers to compete in the Global Touring Cars gy W L B 5
Championship when it launched in 2016 — now &
known as SATC — and later joined Toyota Gazoo
Racing South Africa as a factory driver.

His breakthrough came in 2025 when a season of
consistent podium finishes earned him the national
championship, clinched at the final round at Zwartkops
Raceway. Now returning as defending champion, van
Rooyen will again race for Toyota Gazoo Racing South
Africa in 2026, joined by rising talent Jason Coetzee.
The new SATC season begins on 13—14 March 2026
at Killarney International Raceway in Cape Town,
where Rustenburg’s “Rocket” will start his campaign
to keep the national title.

Silwerrand Schools and Afri
Readymix Lay the Foundation
for Young Athletes

Platinum Weekly newspaper | Rustenburg — We recently
paid a visit to Silwerrand Schools (primary and secondary) to
learn more about their new multi-purpose netball and tennis
court currently under construction on the school grounds — a
project made possible through a long-standing partnership with
Afri Readymix Rustenburg (Pty) Ltd.

The project, which has been underway for two years, represents
far more than a sports facility. For the school community, it
symbolises growth, perseverance and the strong relationships
built with local businesses.

Silwerrand Schools first started working with Afri Readymix
about ten years ago. Since then, the company has played a key
role in the school’s development, supplying concrete for several
parts of the campus — from foundations to flooring.

The multi-purpose court will primarily be developed as a netball
court, with plans to add the necessary infrastructure later so
it can also be used for tennis. While the concrete surface has
already been completed, the facility is not yet ready for use.
Fencing and other essential equipment still need to be installed.
Construction has not been without challenges. Heavy rainfall
made it difficult for the cement to dry during certain stages of
the project, slowing progress. Despite this, the school remains
hopeful that the court will be completed later this year.
Silwerrand Schools itself has seen remarkable growth over the
years. What started in 2015 as a small pre-school with just 21
children has grown into a fully established primary and high
school with 606 learners in 2026.

The school is also preparing for an important milestone, as it
will host its first Grade 12 group in 2027 — a moment the school
community is already looking forward to celebrating.

For director Charlene Schoeman, the journey has always been
about community and shared support. “Ever since we started
this school, we have always had Afri Readymix’s support,”
Schoeman said. “And we would like to thank them for that.”
Afri Readymix director Gerhard Maree explained that the
company has been involved in the school’'s development since
its earliest days. “Most of the concrete used throughout the
school comes from us,” Maree said. “So, in a unique way, we've
helped lay the foundations of this school.”

Afri Readymix has also made a conscious effort to support
netball in the region. “Most sports sponsorships tend to go
to rugby,” Maree explained. “Last year we decided to look at
netball as well, because we felt it wasn’t receiving the support
it deserves. Silwerrand was the first school we sponsored,
and from there we expanded our support to other schools in
Rustenburg.”

Looking ahead, the school already has plans for its next big
project once the court is completed: the installation of a 50-metre
swimming pool that could allow Silwerrand to host swimming
competitions in the future. For now, however, the focus remains
on finishing the court — a project built on dedication, partnership
and the belief that investing in young people strengthens the
entire community.

Applications for the 2027 academic year will open during the
second term.
